Resolution:
Whereas, the Daniel Town Council as the duly elected governing body of the Town of Daniel, having received a formal written request from Daniels Academy, a residence for disabilities located at 3725 S. Big Hollow Rd. in Daniel, UT, for reasonable accommodation to allow that the Town of Daniel business license under which the residence is operating be expanded so that up to 16 adolescent residents with Asperger’s or other autistic spectrum disorders and non-verbal learning disorders would be allowed to live at this residence;

And whereas, Daniels Academy currently holds a license issued by the State of Utah for 18 residents, and the Wasatch County Health Department has approved the facility for 18 full time residents plus an additional number of staff, the Daniel Town Council hereby approves granting the Daniels Academy program for these adolescents an increase from the currently allowed 8 residents  to 16 residents as a reasonable accommodation under the guidelines of 42 U.S.C. §§ 3601-3619, the federal Fair Housing Act;

And the Daniel Town Council hereby does approve that the business license for this residence be modified to reflect the increase from 8 to 16 residents as requested.
